MATITA from Adriafil
Ponchetta

Dimensions:
22" wide by 48" long, after
blocking.

Materials:

Matita: 2 - 100g balls, shown in
color 42

Gauge: 18 sts=4” in st st on US
Size 8 needles.

Gauge is not essential but should be
close

Needles/Notions: Size US 8 or size
needed to obtain gauge, yarn needle
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Seed Stitch: ap- “'
Row 1(RS): *(K1, pl1); repeat from * 4
to end of row. -
Row 2(WS): *(P1, k1); repeat from
* to end of row.

Repeat rows 1 & 2 for Seed Stitch.

BEGIN:

Cast on 94 sts.

Work in seed stitch for 6 rows,
ending with a WS row.

Work in stst until the piece measures
47", ending with

a WS row.

Work 6 rows in seed stitch, ending with a WS row.
Bind off all sts loosely in seed stitch.

Weave in ends. Block to measurements given above.

SEAMING DIRECTIONS:
Fold ponchetta in half. With RS facing, seam from the ends towards the fold, leaving 11-12" open for the
neck. Weave in all ends. Finished folded piece will measure 22” x 24”.
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ABBREVIATIONS: k = knit, p = purl, RS=right side, st(s) = stitch(es), WS = wrong side, stst — stockinette stitch.
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
