ABBREVIATIONS: BO=bind off, dec = decrease, inc = increase, k = knit, psso= pass slip stitch over,  p = purl, RS= right side, sl =
slip,  SSK =  slip 1 st as if to knit, slip a second st as if to knit, knit them together through the back loop, st(s) = stitch(es), st st =
stockinette st,  tbl = through back loop,  tog = together,  WS = Wrong Side, yo = yarn over, wyif = with yarn in front, wyib = with yarn
in back.

DeAIRE
Openwork Scarf

Approx. Finished Measurements: 6” x 56”
Materials:  1 hank DeAire- shown in color
3360
Gauge: 8 sts = 4” in st st on size 17 needles.
Needles: Size US 17 knitting needles.

Pattern Stitch (multiple of 4 sts plus 2)
Row 1 (RS): K1,  *( K2, yo, sl 1, k1, psso)*,
repeat * to * to last stitch, K1.
Row 2 : P1, *(P2, yo , P2tog)* , repeat * to * to
last stitch, P1.

Using # 17 needles cast on 14 sts and work in
above pattern stitch to 56". Bind off loosely and
weave in ends.
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
