BABY ALPACA GRANDE HAND DYE  

Smock Lace Cowl  
 

 
Approximate Measurements:  21”x 10” 
 
 
Materials: 
Baby Alpaca Grande Hand Dye: 1—100g skeins, 
shown in color #39  
Gauge:  14 sts and 20 rows=4” using US size 
10.5(6.5mm) needles in Smock Lace. 
Needles: US size 10.5 (6.5mm) 16” circular knitting needle, 
tapestry needle 
 
 
Smock Lace Pattern: (mulitples of 3 sts)  
Round 1: knit  
Round 2: *yo, k3, pass 3rd st on RH needle over first 2 sts; 
rep from * to end.  
Round 3: knit  
Round 4: *K3, pass 3rd st on RH needle over first 2 sts, yo; 
rep from * to end.  
Repeat Rows 1-4 for pattern. 
 
 
 
 

 
   
Begin: 
Cast on 66 sts.  Join sts in the round being sure not to twist 
sts.  PM. Work 1 round of purl.  
Beginning with Round 1, work in Smock Lace pattern until 
you have enough yarn left over to cast off.   
When piece measures almost 7.5”, end on Round 1 or 3.  
Work 1 round of purl.  
Bind off as if to purl.   
Weave in ends. 
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
