CASHMERE 

2 Color Wedge Scarf   

 

Finished Measurement:  
7” (center) x 60” approximately 

 

Materials:  

1 ball each of Plymouth Cashmere  

(50 grams each): shown in 

Charcoal #5321, and Black #8010  

 

Needle: Size US 8 (5mm) needles 

or size to obtain gauge  

 

Gauge: 
16 sts and 32 rows =4” on US size 

8 (5mm) needle over Garter Stitch 

(k every row).  

 

Directions: Cast on 10 sts in Black, 

then 10 sts in Charcoal being sure 

to twist the 2 yarns at the center.  

Knit across the row and twisting the 

2 colors at the join, always.   

Next row Cable Cast-on 5 sts, k 

across row. 25 sts. on needle.  

Repeat this last row, working cable 

cast-on at the beg of every row 43 

times more—215 sts inc’d.  

You will have 120 sts of each 

color-240 sts total.   

Bind off 20 sts at beginning of the 

next 12 rows.   

 

 

Finishing: Weave in ends and 

block lightly.  
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
