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Approximate Finished Dimensions:
Reversible Cable Cowl: 16” long x 8” wide
Eyelet Cowl: 24” circumference, 8” long

Materials:

Reserve Robust: 1—150g skeins, color 07 for Reversible Cable Cowl and color 04 for Eyelet Cowl
Gauge: 8 sts=4” on US Size 15 (10mm) knitting needle after blocking.

Needles/Notions: For Both Cowls: US Size 15 (10mm): 24” circular knitting needle,

For Reversible Cable Cowl only: 1 cable needle, 1 button, 1 st marker, 1 large crochet hook.

C8B= Sl 4 sts to cable needle and hold to back, (k1, p1)twice, then work sts on cable needle as (k1, p1)twice.
C8F= Sl 4 sts to cable needle and hold to front, (k1, p1)twice, then work sts on cable needle as (k1, p1)twice.

ABBREVIATIONS: BO= bind off, CO= cast on, k = knit, k2tog= knit two stitches together, kf&b= knit into the front and back of next
stitch, mm= millimeter, m= marker, p= purl, pm= place marker, rep= repeat, rnd= round, st= stitch, st st =stockinette st, yo= yarn

Reversible Cable Cowl

CO 32 sts.

Rows 1- 3: K1, P1 across.

Row 4: C8B, (k1, p1)8x, C8F.

Rows 5-7: K1, P1 across.

Row 8: (K1, pl)4x, C8F, C8B, (k1, pl)4x.

Rep rows 1-8 until almost out of yarn—Ieaving about 30” for binding off. BO all sts on next row in rib. Sew 1
button onto the corner of the cowl. With crochet hook, make a chain buttonloop for the button into a corner of the
cowl. Weave in all ends. Block lightly.

Eyelet Cowl
CO 48 sts. Join in the rnd, being careful not to twist. Pm.

Rnd 1: *Yo, k2tog; rep from * across.
Rnd 2: P across.
Rep these 2 rows for 8”, ending with Row 1. BO in p loosely. Weave in all ends.
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
