HOT CAKES 

Ridged Cowl 

 
 

 

Approximate Measurements:  

48” x 8” with ridges flattened out 

 

Materials: 

Hot Cakes: 1 – 200g Cake, color 8 

Neon Mix 

Gauge: 18 sts =  4” in st st on US Size 9 

needles. 

Needles: US Size 9 --24” or 32” circular 

needle, stitch marker. 

 

 

Begin 

Loosely long-tail cast on 200 sts. Place 

marker and join in the round, taking care 

not to twist sts.  

Rounds 1-5: Knit around.  

Rounds 6-10: Purl around.  

These 10 rounds establish the pattern.  

 

 

Work in pattern until almost out of yarn, ending on either 

round 4 or round 9.  Bind off very loosely on next round in 

pattern, trying to match the cast on tension.  

Weave in all ends.  
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
