Aurora 

Eyelet Cowl & Headband 
 
 

Materials:   

Aurora: 2- 150g balls for the set shown in 

color 2756 

Size:   Cowl:  About 35” x 9”    

Headband:  19” x 5” 

Gauge:  1.5 sts =1” over pattern on size 17 

needles for Cowl, 2 sts =1” over pattern for 

headband. 

Needles: For Cowl: 24” circular size US 17, 

one large stitch marker, size 19 needle for 

bind off if you have one.  For Headband:  

Size 13 needles. 

 

Cowl: 
With the 24” circular needle, loosely cast on 

55 sts.  Place marker and join in the round, 

taking care not to twist the sts.   

Begin pattern: 

Round 1:  K1, *(yo, k2tog); repeat from * 

around. 

Round 2:  Knit. 

 

Repeat rounds 1 & 2 until almost out of yarn, 

ending with a round 1 and leaving enough 

yarn for a very loose bind off.  Bind off 

loosely knitwise using a larger needle if 

possible.   

Weave in all ends.  Block out. 

 

 

Headband:   
With Size 13 needles cast on 11 sts. 

Row 1(RS):  K1, *(Yo, k2tog); repeat from * 

to end of row. 

Row 2(WS):  Knit. 

Repeat rows 1 & 2 until total length is about 19” or enough to reach around head; ending with a row 2.  

Bind off knitwise.  Sew cast on edge to bind off edge.  Weave in all ends.  Block to flatten.  
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
