PLYMOUTH BAY 

3 Color Cowl 
 

 

Size:  About 30” x 18”   

 

Materials:   

Plymouth Bay: 1—200g hank Plymouth Bay in each 

of 3 colors shown in colors: 9 Purple, 1 Black and  

5 Dark Grey  

Gauge:  1.5 sts =1” over garter stitch on size 17 

needles. 

Needles: 24” circular size US 17; a size 19 needle for 

bind off if available. 

 

Cowl: 
With the circular needle, and color A, loosely cast on 

45 sts.  Place marker and join in the round, taking care 

not to twist the sts.   

Pattern: *(Purl 1 round, Knit 1 round): repeat from *, 

ending the color with a purl round. 

Change to color 2 and continue in garter st pattern 

beginning with a knit round.  End this color with a purl 

round. 

 

 

Change to color 3 and continue in garter st pattern 

beginning with a knit round.   

End this color with a purl round.   

Bind off loosely knitwise with larger needle.   

Weave in all ends. 
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
