Materials: 

Aireado Duet: 1—100g hank.  

Shown in color 203 Garnet/Black 

Duet.  

Gauge: 14 sts = 4” in Ridge pattern 

on size US 9 needles.  

Needles/Notions: US Size 9-- 24” circular 

needle, 1 st marker (m).  

 

 

Ridge Pattern 

Rounds 1-4: Knit around. 

Rounds 5-8: Purl around.  

Repeat rounds 1-8 for pattern st.  

 

 

Begin 

Loosely cast on 90 sts.  

Join in the round, being careful not to 

twist the sts. PM to mark beginning of 

round.  

 

Work in Ridge Pattern rounds 1-8 

until you have just enough yarn left to 

bind off.  

 

Bind off all sts in pattern on next round loosely—trying to match the cast on tension.  

Weave in all ends.  

Block out of desired.   
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
